The purpose of this meeting was only to review proposed changes to the procedures of the Board of Ethics.
No audience comments were accepted.

Attorney Fallati has prepared a legal memo which is privileged and confidential and is not subject to disclo-
sure.

However, the following are a few suggestions that should be addressed:
Should written complaints be filed with the Board of Ethics within a certain amount of time; either from
the date of the event or from discovery of the event?
What will be the standard of proof?
What is the Board’s obligation, if any, to cover a defendant’s expenses if a defendant wishes to hire his/
her own attorney and would it depend on the outcome of the complaint?
Should hearsay be admitted?
What record keeping policies should be put in place?
Is the attendance of former employees required?
Attorney Fallati will prepare a draft addressing the concerns and suggestions made.

...that, due to the Town’s refusal to comply with the Freedom of Information Law, we are unable to in-
form the public about year-to-date budget activity, or the Albany County feasibility study regarding shared
services as it pertains to the Town of Rensselaerville, or the identity of the person who donated a cook
stove to the highway department so we could publicly thank him/her for their generosity. This noncompli-
ance with the NYS law does not bode well for open and transparent government.

Dear Ms. Dermody:

We are the Town Attorneys for the Town of Rensselaerville, New York. We write in connection
with your publication of a new newsletter on or about March 1, 2014 with the name “R*Ville
Community Newsletter”.

The use of the name, as well as the accompanying e-mail address, creates a substantial likelihood
of confusion and creates the impression that the Town is associated or affiliated with your
newsletter.  Town residents have already contacted the Town seeking clarification as to whether
or not your newsletter is an official newsletter of the Town, published using taxpayer dollars.

We appreciate that your initial edition included language to the effect that the newsletter is
published by private citizens, not the Town. The second edition, dated April 1, 2014, however,
included only language at the end of the newsletter. Moreover, even that language
acknowledged the confusion as to whether the newsletter is published by the Town.

In order to avoid confusion in the future, therefore, a prominent disclaimer on the first page of
the newsletter is necessary in each publication, The following disclaimer would be acceptable to
the Town: “This newsletter is not a publication of the Town of Rensselaerville. The Town of
Rensselaerville has no role in its creation or distribution.” The disclaimer should also be
included on any website maintained by the newsletter, and on any letterhead that the newsletter
staff may use in correspondence.

Please confirm in writing that you intend to include such a disclaimer prominently on'the first
page of all future publications, as well as any websites and letterhead of the newsletter. If you

from use, ownership and maintenance of the newsletter name, or any similarly confusing name.
The Town reserves all rights and remedies.

From the Editors

A letter from Tabner, Ryan, and Keniry, LLP, Attorney to the Town, was mailed to Editor Marie Dermody. The
letter begins on page 2 of this newsletter.

This is a community newsletter by the community for the community. We are providing this service because the
Town can't or won't.

In publishing this newsletter, we are exercising our First Amendment rights. We have spoken with an attorney as
well as Robert Freeman, Executive Director of the Committee on Open Government, regarding this matter. The
Attorney to the Town (not the Town Attorney as erroneously stated in the letter) and this "Demand to Cease and
Desist From Use of R'ville Community Newsletter”) give us no legal justification as to why we must comply. As
such, we will continue to include our "disclaimer" where and how we choose to do so. And should such efforts to
intimidate continue, we have the option of contacting the American Civil Liberties Union for their assistance. We
will not be bullied!

Those with strong opinions about this matter are encouraged to attend the Town Board Work Meeting on Tues-
day, May 6, 2014, AND the Town Board Regular Meeting on Thursday, May 8, 2014, both at 7PM at Town Hall.
Let your voices be heard!

The first two issues of the R'ville Community Newsletter were sent to Robert Freeman, Executive Director of the
Committee on Open Government, so he could become better aware of the situation. In an email dated April 15,
2014, Robert Freeman wrote:

You are performing a critical public service for your community, and the Newsletter looks professional and terri-
fic. | congratulate you, too, on your courage and for standing up to the effort to censor you and your col-
leagues. Often the government wants to manage the news, and that is why what you do is so important.

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Report of the Newsletter Committee to the Town Board

April 8, 2014

Diana Hinchcliff, a member of the Newsletter Committee, presented a report on committee’s decision proc-
ess and recommendations. Members of the committee were Kimberly Graff, Sharon Costello, Ernie Elms,
Sandra Varno, and Diana Hinchcliff.

Considerations included Town Board restrictions (no paid ads, no political items, no letters to the editor) and
Town Board requirements (electronic version and hard copy, little cost to the Town to produce).

Issues discussed by the Committee: Would readers want to see paid ads, political items, and letters to the
editor in a newsletter? How do we create a short newsletter electronically and in hard copy? How would we
link the community calendar to the newsletter? What software could be used?

Also, the newsletter needs to be distributed in a timely fashion. Who will take responsibility for the many
tasks involved (email list, design, gather information, write/edit the articles, distributing the newsletter via
email and on Town's website, print and distribute the hard copies, supervise the entire process).

Options discussed included: the Town webmaster, volunteers, a paid consultant

Recommendations of the Committee to the Town Board:

OPTION A: The Town asks the editors of the volunteer community newsletter to accept minutes of
town council meetings and other town-related information for publication in their newsletter.

Advantages: no cost to the town, no need for volunteers or a consultant, no need to provide supervi-
sion, no need to worry about publication deadlines.

Disadvantages: There is no hard copy of the newsletter; the Town cannot control the content of the
entire newsletter. However, the Town does not control the content of local newspapers in which it places
notices and announcements.

Electing Option A would not imply that the Town sanctions the community newsletter or agrees with
all its content or editorial positions. The Town would merely send information, which is public information, for
inclusion in the newsletter.

OPTION B: The Town produces its own newsletter.

Advantages: The town can control the content and timing of issues.

Disadvantages: The Town incurs an expense for sending out a request for subscribers; an expense
to produce the newsletter; supervision by a Town Board member of town employee; Town residents may be
unhappy that it will not contain all the information that the old newsletter did.

OPTION C: (As added by Councilwoman Cooke after Ms. Hinchcliff's report): No newsletter at all.

NOTE: The full text of this report can be obtained by submitting a FOIL (Freedom of Information Law) re-
quest to the Town Clerk.

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FOILed Again

From the Editors: We are saddened to report that our euphoria over a FOIL procedure that appeared to
have been straightened out is short-lived. A FOIL request sent to the Town Clerk on 4/13/2014 and re-
ceived by her on 4/14/2014 is still unfulfilled as of 4/25/2014. Whether she is acting alone or under the di-
rection of someone else, the fact remains that this is a blatant violation of the Freedom of Information Law.
According to this law...

3. (a) Each entity subject to the provisions of this article, within five business days of the receipt of a written
request for a record reasonably described, shall make such record available to the person requesting it,
deny such request in writing or furnish a written acknowledgment of the receipt of such request and a state-
ment of the approximate date, which shall be reasonable under the circumstances of the request, when
such request will be granted or denied...

Not only did we not get an acknowledgment of having received the FOIL request (without a subsequent
request from us for a status update), we have not received notice of an approximate date for receipt of the
requested information. Although the information requested was readily available, there has been no re-
sponse except that they "are being worked on."

So we ask ... what game is the Town Clerk (and her "handlers") playing? Why are they fearful of informa-
tion that the public might get? What happened to open and transparent government? Are you as curious as
we are?

Rensselaerville Grist Mill Museum to Open May 24

The Grist Mill Museum will open for the summer season on Saturday, May 24, from 10 a.m. to 2 p.m. with a
bake sale and free mill tours.

Beginning Saturday, May 31, the hours will be from noon to 2 p.m. each Saturday until Labor Day. The Mill
will also be open on Wednesdays from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m. until mid-October. Those wishing to do family or
town research with the Museum’s extensive archive of genealogical information will find several members
of the Research Group at the Mill on Wednesdays, so if researchers can come on Wednesdays they will
have more time and more people to help them.

The Grist Mill is the only remaining water-powered mill in our area. The flume (penstock) was badly deterio-
rated and work is underway to replace it. Although the Mill cannot grind grain right now, exhibits demon-
strate how it used to work.

The Grist Mill Museum is located at the bridge in the hamlet of Rensselaerville.

Needed are two volunteers each Saturday from noon to 2 p.m. during the summer to greet visitors, explain
the workings of the Mill and help researchers. Training is available for the volunteers and if you can help
even ONE Saturday this summer, it will be much appreciated.

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Amendment to the Open Meeting Law

Amendment to the Open Meetings Law

An amendment to the Open Meetings Law, "Disclosure of Records Scheduled for Discussion at Open
Meetings," went into effect on February 2, 2012. The following excerpts (emphasis added) were taken di-
rectly from: http://www.dos.ny.gov/coog/RecordsDiscussedatMeetings.html

"Members of the public have on many occasions complained that they cannot fully understand dis-
cussions among members of public bodies, even though the discussions occur in public. For example, a
board member might refer to the second paragraph of page 3 of a record without disclosing its content prior
to the meeting. Although the public has the right to be present, the ability to understand or contribute to the
decision-making process may be minimal and frustrating.

Effective February 2, 2012, a new section 103(e) is added to the Open Meetings Law. The pur-
pose of the legislation is simple: those interested in the work of public bodies should have the ability, within
reasonable limitations, to see the records scheduled to be discussed during open meetings prior to the
meetings. The language of the amendment appears in the text of the Open Meetings Law...

The amendment addresses two types of records: first, those that are required to be made available
pursuant to FOIL; and second, proposed resolutions, law, rules, regulations, policies or amendments
thereto. When either is scheduled to be discussed during an open meeting, the law requires that
they be made available to the public, to the extent practicable, either prior to or at the meeting...

It is important to stress that the amendment involves an effort to take advantage of today’s informa-
tion technology to promote transparency and citizens’ participation in government, and to reduce waste. If
the agency in which a public body functions (i.e., a state department, a county, city, town, village or
school district) “maintains a regularly and routinely updated website and utilizes a high speed
internet connection,” the records described above that are scheduled to be discussed in public
“shall be posted on the website to the extent practicable as determined by the agency...”

Posting records online can reduce an agency’s costs associated with requests made under
FOIL. Staff does not have spend time retrieving paper records, photocopying the records, or carrying out
the administrative tasks involved with charging fees for copies...

It is emphasized that the potential obligation to make records available on request or online is lim-
ited to records that are “scheduled to be the subject of a discussion” during an open meeting. If
there is a basis for conducting an executive session, a portion of a meeting that may be closed, records
scheduled to be discussed during the executive session would not be required to be disclosed. Further, if,
for example, a proposed policy offered by the head of an agency, a mayor, a town supervisor or a superin-
tendent of schools was preceded by recommendations or opinions expressed by staff or members of a
public body, those recommendations, opinions or similar materials fall outside the coverage of the amend-
ment and (may but) need not be disclosed...

Through the disclosure of records scheduled to be discussed during open meetings, the public can
gain the ability to better understand and appreciate the issues faced by government. Interested and civic-
minded citizens can offer information and points of view that can assist in improving the operation of gov-
ernment to the benefit of our communities."
